First time students complete series of drawing projects designed to lead from black and white contour drawing to
pencil shading to working with color in pastel, prismacolor, watercolor and acrylic paints. Emphasis placed on
sharpening observational skills while drawing common objects from life. Repeat students encouraged to explore
acrylic painting on canvas. Academic instruction in color theory, perspective, texture, line and composition is
given.
